Registration takes place at 8.55 am each morning. Please
ensure that your child/children arrive with a few minutes to
spare.

Our Breakfast Club is very popular with 30+ pupils attending
on a daily basis. This is available from Monday i Friday (8.10 -
8.50 am). The daily cost is 70p per day and children are
provided with a healthy breakfast and can take part in a variety
of different activities T please see Mr Fleming if you require a
place for your child.

School Dinners and Packed Lunch

The cost of school dinners is £1.70 per day. If your child is
eligible for free school meals, please see Mrs Skitt at reception
desk. Packed lunches should be in a lunch box and the child's
name clearly marked on the lid. We ask parents to ensure that if
their child has a packed lunch that it is a healthy lunch. Children
learn better if they have a healthy diet at school and at home.

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The Curriculum

Pupil learning is directed through the Early Years and
Foundation Stage Curriculum (Nursery / Reception) and the
National Curriculum (from Y1- Y6).

Foundation Stage i Reception

Reception class and tracked through the Foundation Stage
Profile. Meetings with parents form an important part of this
assessment.

There are six curriculum areas that fully equip the children with
the skills they need to progress on to the National Curriculum in
Y1. The focus areas are:-

personal, social and emotional development
communication, language and literacy
problem solving, reasoning and numeracy
knowledge and understanding of the world
physical development

creative development.

These emphasise early Literacy and Numeracy skills and the
children will be involved in practical, active learning which is
designed to develop their knowledge and understanding of the
world around them.

Key Stages 1 and 2

English and Maths are given particular emphasis in a wide
ranging curriculum which includes all other National curriculum
subjects. Much of English and Maths will be taught in the
Literacy and Numeracy sessions but many aspects will be
taught through other subjects such as science or geography
during IPC topics, for example.
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Literacy involves many aspects of language work including
speaking and listening, drama, story writing, poetry etc. and all
aspects are crucial to develop good literacy skills.

French is taught across the school in partnership with our own
specialist, Mrs Buckley, the class teachers and student MfL
teachers from Hope University, LJIMU and Edge Hill.

We are recognised as Leading School for ICT and have the
national standard Becta Mark. We recognise the importance
ICT is playing at work, in school and in our lives at home. It is
important that children learn the basic skills needed to manage
computers and have the opportunity to take advantage of them
as a facility for learning.

The children will learn the skills required for geography, history,
art and music through IPC (International Primary Curriculum).
The pupils are enthusiastic and motivated to learn during these
Ohands ond | essons.
